10U, 12U, 14U & 16/18U “C” East

Salisbury/Ocean City, Maryland
July 21-25

Congratulations on an outstanding season and welcome to the 2010 USSSA Fast Pitch 10U,
12U, 14U & 16/18U “C” East World Series Tournament. The World Series Tournament will be
held in Salisbury/Ocean City, Maryland. Games and festivities will be played at Henry S. Parker
Athletic Complex, and other nearby parks as needed, on July 21-25, 2010.

The USSSA Fast Pitch program will use a 4-game guarantee format in its World Series
Tournament. Teams will be seeded into pools based on current USSSA ranking points and play a
round robin. All teams will be seeded into a double elimination championship bracket
following pool play. Seeding will be based on pool finish. The exact format of the tournament,
e.g., number of games, number of teams in each pool, etc., will be set by the tournament
director following USSSA Fast Pitch guidelines as approved by the USSSA Fast Pitch National
Committee.

To guarantee your spot in the tournament, your team will need to complete the online entry
process (new for 2010). All entries must be made through the www.usssa.com website. You
will be required to submit your entry and payment online. At this point it will be subject to
approval by your state director. Once approved, your entry will be considered complete for this
World Series Event. Official entry and payment process must be completed no later than July 7,
2010. The entry fee for 2010 will be $365.

All team rosters must be on the USSSA website and must be the one that was submitted to
your state/area director when your team qualified for this tournament. Your state director
must sign the roster we receive. Failure to comply with this rule will result in your team’s
removal from the tournament.

All players participating in USSSA Fast Pitch youth tournament play shall have proof of age in
possession of their team manager at all times. Proof of age must be verified by a government
issued document that identifies the player by name, gender and birth date. Failure to produce
a copy of such document upon demand by and deemed non-fraudulent by a tournament
official will result in the offending team losing the game, being eliminated from the
tournament, being placed last in the standings and forfeiting all awards, sponsor’s travel
money and tournament berths that would have been awarded at the tournament.

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NOTES:

All playing rules shall be governed by the official USSSA Fastpitch softball rulebook and national by-laws. Note
that the rulebook online at www.usssa.com will always supersede the latest printed version if a discrepancy
exists. For this event, we will be playing by amended "C" Rules for 10U. Please see page 7 for those rules
addendums. Also, the 16U and 18U will be combined into one high school age bracket.

Practice Fields

Teams may reserve practice fields once they are officially entered into the tournament (i.e., once their entry
form and fee have been submitted online). Managers may reserve a field by calling Steve Miller, Wicomico
Co. Rec & Parks, at 410-548-4900, x105 between 9:00 AM — 4:00 PM EST. Fields will be allotted in 1:45
increments. The cost per session is $25 to be paid at team check-in.

Check-In Materials
All teams will be required to check-in prior to the event. At this check-in, it is mandatory that your team turn
in a fully signed USSSA official roster and proof of team insurance.

Gift Exchange

There will be an optional team gift exchange during opening ceremonies. Teams wishing to participate should
bring something that is representative of their home area, the value of which is not important. Itis
recommended that teams bring a minimum of 16 gifts to exchange. Teams will be informed at check-in who
they are to exchange with.

Tournament Information
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Admission

Spectator Admission is as follows: $10 per adult per day or $25 per adult for a tournament pass. For children
ages 6-12 it is S5 per day or $12 for a tournament pass. Children 5 and under are free. This charge includes
everyone except players and team coaches. A maximum of 3 coach passes and 20 player passes will be issued.
Player passes will only be issued to those listed on the submitted roster, and only players in uniform will be
allowed to enter on a player pass. A form to pre-order tournament passes is included in this packet.

Note: Tournament passes may only be purchased in advance with the enclosed form, and the form and fee
must be received by July 8, 2010. After that date, only individual day passes may be purchased. All
pre-ordered passes will be distributed at team check-in.

Bracket schedules will not be mailed out in advance. The pool play and double elimination brackets will be
given to coaches during the team check-in. Player, coach and other pre-tournament items will also be
distributed at the team check-in.

Note that all times are subject to change. Please verify itinerary during team check-in. Once the tournament
begins, managers must check the main bracket board for any changes in game times, field assignments or
other items related to tournament play or functions.

Softball & Bats

The tournament ball will be the Worth Red Dot, yellow leather cover, .47 cor.

All bats must be on the most recent USSSA approved list (listed on www.usssa.com), must have a
manufacturer’s stamp of 1.20 BPF and must bear the USSSA logo.

Good Luck Program Ads

Family, friends and team supporters can use the form included in this packet to submit a Good Luck Ad to be
included in the tournament program book. Ads are $15 for a 15-word mention, $25 for an 1/8 page ad with
20 words and $50 for a 1/4 page ad with either 15 words and a picture/logo (JPEG format or similar) or 30
words with no picture/logo. Deadline for submission of Good Luck Ads is June 29th, 2010.

USSSA World Series apparel and souvenirs, such as t-shirts, World Series pins and program books will be sold
at team manager check-in, Opening Ceremonies and at each park throughout the tournament.

Miscellaneous Information
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Special USSSA 10 & Under Class “C” Event Rules

First please refer to the USSSA online rulebook for the base set of rules used in all USSSA events.

There will be no infield fly rule. The ball remains alive with all runners in jeopardy of being put out.
There will be no dropped third strike rule. Whether the 3" strike is caught or not, the batter is out.

10 & under base stealing is allowed under the following rules. Runners starting at first base or second base
are entitled to steal one base only per pitch with liability to be put out. (Runners ARE NOT ENTITLED TO
ADVANCE more than one base per pitch even in the event of an overthrow at ANY base.) Runners starting
at third base may not steal home but are liable to be put out if they are off the base.

A. Arunner attempting to advance beyond the one base they are entitled to steal may be put out while
between bases or in contact with a base to which she/he is not entitled

After all play ceases and the ball becomes dead, if a runner occupies a base beyond the one the runner
was entitled to steal, the runner will be returned to the correct base without liability to be put out.

C. A batter runner, who has received a base on balls, can attempt to steal second base.
D. Awarded bases will apply to all runners. This includes an overthrow into dead ball territory.
E. Runners can only score on:

1. A batted ball.

2. Abase on balls or hit batter with bases loaded.

3. Anawarded base when the ball goes out of play to include a pitch that goes out of play.
4. Anillegal pitch.

. A5 run limit per inning shall be imposed on any inning that begins less than 60-minutes from the start of
the game. All subsequent innings shall have no run limit. Umpire will note when the 60-minute time mark
is reached in the game.
